M ar anacook L ake Water shed M anagement Plan Discussed by Cobbossee Water shed District
(CWD).
Bill Monagle, Director of the CWD will speak on the plan at the MLA Annual Meeting.

A proposed plan to protect and improve Maranacook Lake was presented at a public forum held at the Winthrop
Town Office on Feb. 26™. Bill Monagle, Exec. Dir. of the CWD indicated that the plan wasin a draft form and
outlines recommendations to address and counter a number of threats to the Maranacook Lake water quality.
Discussion of the plan covered such topics as non-point source pollution, including sediment erosion and phosphorus
runoff, invasive aguatic plants, such as variable water-milfoil, shoreline erosion, local land use regulation, and public
outreach and education. The plan was prepared by the CWD in partnership with the Kennebec County Soil and
Water Cons. Distract (KCSWCD), The Friends of the Cobbossee Watershed, MLA, the Readfield Code
Enforcement Office and Maine DEP. Funding was provided by U.S. EPA, under Section 319 of the Clean Water
Act.

Courtesy Boat I nspections on Maranacook L ake Recently we have been working on involving the

towns of Readfield and Winthrop in contributing support dollars to our CBI inspection efforts on
Maranacook Lake. In early April, the Friends of Cobbossee of Watershed and MLA approached the
Winthrop Council to contribute $3,000 for CBIs on 4 lakes in Winthrop. JoEllen Cottrell presented the facts and
figures to the council to help them understand the needs to protect our lakes from invasive plants. The Winthrop town
council hasincluded the measure in their current budget process. Eric Fal coner submitted a partition to the Town of
Readfield to contribute $2,200 for lakes in Readfield. The town of Readfield approved the warrant item at their May
15 town meeting.

FCWS and MLA will be working together to staff the CBI needs at the north and south boat access ramps this
summer.

Use Phosphorus-free Fertilizer — Lawns Green / L akes Clean _Research shows that rain washes phosphorus
from fertilized lawnsinto lakes. Since 50% of Maine drains to alake, we must help protect lakes from phosphorus
pollution. Just one pound of phosphorus can produce 10,000 pounds of 1ake weeds and algae! Most soilsin Maine
have enough phosphorus to keep alawn heathy. An application of lime will make that phosphorus more available to
your lawn. Help Stop Phosphorus Pollution in Lakes— Use Phosphorus—Freefertilizer! Too much algae turns
lakes green, leaving unsightly, smelly scum and killing the cold water fish (trout, salmon, etc.) Clean water starts
with you!

Maine®landscape is famous for its variety. Within the state one
can find ocean beaches, lakes, rivers, mountains and forests.
Native plants are those species that either arrived in Maine
without human intervention, perhaps thousands of years ago, or
originated here. Non-native species were brought intentionally
for horticultural or other uses, or came accidentally in ships©
ballasts, crop seed or in soil. Some non-native plants continue
to escape from cultivation and become naturalized in wetlands,
lakes, woods, fields or roadsides. Non-native Plants Considered
Most Invasive in Maine Include:

purple loosestrife / Japanese barberry
Orienta bittersweet / Japanese knotweed
smooth and common buckthorn

non-native honeysuckles / garlic mustard
multiflorarose / small-flowered tickle-grass
