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How Does | akelce Melt?

A wonderful description of how lakeice melts away appeared on theweb blog " Air Mass' hosted by Star
Tribune@Bill M cAuliffe. Ed Swain, of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency described the process of
freezing and thawing lakes.

1. Inthelate fall, the lake loses heat to the atmosphere, and then on aday or night when the wind is not blowing, ice
forms. Theice getsthicker as long as the lake can continue to lose heat.

2. In most Januaries and Februaries, snow both reflects sunlight and insulates the lake. With athick snow layer, the
lake neither gains nor loses heat. The bottom sediment is actually heating the lake water dlightly over the winter,
from stored summer heat.

3. Around March, as the air warms and the sun gets more intense, the snow melts, allowing light to penetrate the ice.
Because the ice acts like the glass in a greenhouse, the water beneath it begins to warm, and the ice beginsto melt
FROM THE BOTTOM.

4. When the i ce thickness erodes to between 4 and 12 inches, it transformsinto long vertical crystals called
"candles." These conduct light even better, so the ice starts to look black, because it is not reflecting much sunlight.

5. Warming continues because the light energy is being transferred to the water below the ice. Meltwater fillsin
between the crystals, which begin breaking apart. The surface appears grayish as the ice reflects a bit more light than
before.

6. The wind comes up, and breaks the surface apart. The candles will often be blown to one side of the lake, making
atinkling sound as they knock against one another, and piling up on the shore. In hours, a sparkling blue lake, once
again!

Maranacook Lake Watershed Management Plan Discussed by Cobbossee Watershed District (CWD).

A proposed plan to protect and improve Maranacook Lake was presented at a public forum held at the Winthrop
Town Office on Feb. 26" . Bill Monagle, Exec. Dir. of the CWD indicated that the plan was in a draft form and
outlines recommendations to address and counter a number of threats to Maranacook Lake water quality. Discussion
of the plan covered such topics as hon-point source pollution, including sediment erosion and phosphorus runoff,
invasive aquatic plants, such as variable water-milfoil, shoreline erosion, local land use regulation, and public
outreach and education. The plan was prepared by the CWD in partnership with the Kennebec County Soil and
Water Cons. Distract (KCSWCD), The Friends of the Cobbossee Watershed, MLA, the Readfield Code
Enforcement Office and Maine DEP. Funding was provided by U.S. EPA, under Section 319 of the Clean Water
Act.
