The Challenge of the spread of invasive aquatic plants
The impacts of the spread of invasive aquatic plants are well known: habitat disruption, loss of native plant and animal
communities, impaired fishing and degraded recreational experiences, reduced property values and other significant
economic losses.    As with a serious illness, early detection is key; the earlier the introduced plant can be detected, the
greater the chances for finding an effective treatment and reducing the risk of spread.  With over 6000 lakes and ponds,
and thousands of miles of suitable stream habitat to be monitored for the presence of aquatic invaders on an ongoing
basis, the challenge here in Maine is enormous.  We have made great progress to date, but we still have much to do.

The Maine Volunteer Lake Monitoring Program (VLMP) is the oldest, and one of the largest, citizen-based lake
monitoring programs in the nation.   Through its nationally recognized Invasive Plant Patrol program, the VLMP
Center for Invasive Aquatic Plants has now trained nearly 2,000 Plant Patrollers across the state of Maine.
Invasive Plant Patrol Workshops
Invasive Plant Patrol workshops are provided, free of charge to participants, by the Maine Volunteer Lake Monitoring
Program Center for Invasive Aquatic Plants. IPP workshops are funded in large part by a grant from the Maine
Department of Environmental Protection with funds generated by Maine Lake and River Protection Sticker Program. 
Additional support for the workshops comes from foundation grants, private donations, and the generosity of local
sponsors. 
Anyone interested in learning about aquatic invaders is welcome to participate in the workshops.  Those who wish to
become active members of Maine©s early detection team and to make a formal commitment to the statewide endeavor,
are encouraged to become Certified IPP Volunteers. Requirements for certification include participation in a basic IPP
workshop and the submission of survey data on an annual basis.

Bait & tackle gear can snag and carry bits of plants from lake to lake.

FRIENDS TO LAUNCH YOUTH PLANT PATROL (YPP)

If Prevention efforts including Courtesy Boat Inspections (CBI) are
recognized as the “ first line of defense”  against the threat of invasive aquatic plants, Early Detection efforts including
Invasive Plant Patrols (IPP) are a close second.  Though there are no real success stories for eradication once a non-
native plant takes hold, early detection and rapid response can go a long ways towards limiting the infestation.

The Friends of the Cobbossee Watershed' s Courtesy Boat Inspection program completed 8,200 inspections on 10 public
launch sites in 2008, including over 1,600 at the 2 launch sites on Maranacook.  Your Maranacook Lake Association
provides a significant portion of the funding for this program.

Up until now, early detection efforts have been a critical component lacking from the area' s overall IAP efforts.  This
summer, taking off on their highly successful Youth Conservation Corps (YCC) program, the Friends are establishing a
Youth Plant Patrol (YPP) team who will survey and map all Cobbossee Watershed boat launches (including both on
Maranacook Lake), along with additional highly susceptible areas in the Cobbossee Watershed.

Both the CBI and YCC programs were originally started by individual lake associations before they became models that
are now used across the state of Maine; the Friends are confident that this YPP initiative will lend itself similar results. 
This year' s YPP team consists of Katie Jennings, a senior at the University of New Hampshire and Cameron Dufour, a
sophomore at University of Maine ± Ft. Kent, with Toni Pied, MilFoiler Program Director for the Friends, overseeing
the effort.
