Application for  Exemption from FERC L icensing of a Small Hydroelectr ic Power Project
The Town of Winthrop, Maine is applying to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission for an exemption for the
Winthrop Hydro Project, a small hydroelectric power project that is proposed to have an installed capacity of 5
megawatts or less. The project would be located at the mill dam on Main Street.

The docks
and boats are starting to appear all around
the lake shore. We have had our docks in for
weeks. The first sailboat was seen plying the
waters of Maranacook early this month.
Spring welcomes all us from our winter
hibernation and beckons us to enjoy the
wonders of nature and all that she has to offer.
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���������� Water  Levels Update from Cobbossee Watershed Distr ict          

      Maranacook Lake was at elevation 211.66 feet above sea level on May 6th.  There are several ways to relate this
number to lake residents'  interests. This level is four inches below “ full pond” .  Most comments we have received
from shorefront dwellers indicate that they prefer lower water than the full pond level.  Therefore, when nature allows,
it is desirable to start the summer with a level near the current (May 6th) level, followed by a gradual decline
throughout the summer.  The “summer”  season in water levels management begins June 1st.
     Secondly, we can use the numerical elevation to compare to previous years'  water levels.  Usually the lake is above
full pond at the beginning of May, with this year being one of three exceptions in the past eleven years.   By June 1st

though, the level is often a few inches below full.  Last year, the summer level was off to a good start.  However,
sixteen inches of rain in June and July brought the lake above full pond for most of the summer, until mid-August.
Perhaps this year' s “head start”  on lower water will lead to a better summer, level-wise.
     Thirdly, the lake elevation provides information about the water level at the dam.  Maranacook Lake dwellers that
travel past the dam on Memorial Drive may be able to notice whether or not water is flowing over the dam.  For many
others the dam is out of sight. The May 6th level of 211.66 feet above sea level means that water is four inches below
the center spillway of the dam, and is flowing more than seven inches deep over the lower spillway.  The gate remains
open at the Maranacook Lake outlet dam and the boards have been off for nearly two years.
      Looking at the year so far, the highest water in 2010 occurred in late February and early March (see the graph).
Several days of rain, totaling more than 4 and half inches, brought the lake from below full pond to more than a foot
above.  Water levels rose all around the Cobbossee Watershed District; some lakes increased more than Maranacook
Lake, with the maximum increase measured as 3.5 feet at Pleasant Pond.  For the past five consecutive years, 2005
through 2009, we have received above-average precipitation.  CWD will continue to measure precipitation and
monitor water levels in 2010.  Maybe this year will be “normal”  for a change.

�  Cour tesy Boat Inspections (to keep milfoil & other invasive plants out) will once again take place every Saturday
and Sunday from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day weekend at both the Readfield and Winthrop boat
launch sites, thanks to funds provided by the MLA, the towns of Readfield and Winthrop, area business sponsors,
and the Friends.

In addition, the “ Fr iends on the 4th 5K Run/Jog/Walk”  will take place on Sunday, July 4 at the American Legion in
Winthrop with over 600 entries anticipated this year; “ Spotter ’s Spr int”  ± a 2 mile canoe & kayak paddle race for both
casual & competitive paddlers ± will be held for the first time on Sunday, August 15 at the YMCA Camp of Maine; and
a “ Summer Nature Day Camp”  will be offered during the weeks of July 12-16 & August 9-13, again at the YMCA
Camp of Maine in East Winthrop.
